Homework

Your child will purchase a planner this
year. The planner will help them develop
goals, keep their assignments organized,
and remind them to prepare for upcoming
tests, projects, and homework
assignments. It will also serve as a guide
to keep you informed on what we're doing
at school on a daily basis. Please check
their homework and initial for the
appropriate day and assignment.

We will have spelling tests on Friday.
Language Arts tests will follow the end of
a skill set. This may vary according to the
particular skill assessed. Math
assessments are given mid-chapter and
after every chapter, which are generally
about every two weeks. Please check our
website and your child's binder nightly for
more information.

Late Assignments
Since it is our belief that high
expectations produce high results,
assignments turned in one (1) day late
will receive a maximum of 60% and
anything turned in 2 or more days late
will receive a zero. Any assignment that
has a previously determined due date, that
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due date must be observed unless
arrangements have been made with the
assigning teacher. Any variation of this
must be approved by administration. (see
handbook pg.
