Math

There will be math homework usually 4 nights a week consisting of a math sheet. This is a review of
lessons taught in class.

Science

We will be working in Science every day, but homework will be assigned as needed and the night before
tests. The students are keeping a folder for each unit and these folders will come home as resources to
study for tests. Please keep everything together in these folders as they will be collected after each
Unit Test and kept for FCAT test review.

Social Studies homework will be assigned as needed. There will be some tests to study for and a note will
be made in the agenda and on the Teacher Connection page when assigned.
